Council Policy Section 1. REVENUE. To provide revenue for approved district

ARTICLE VII Multiple District Administration Fund

To provide revenue for approved Multiple District projects and to defray the administrative expenses of the Multiple District, an annual Multiple
District administrative fund tax of $22.00 is hereby levied upon each member of each club in the Multiple District and shall be collected and paid in
advance by each club in two (2) semi-annual payments as follows: $11.00 per club member on September tenth of each year to cover the semi-annual
period July 1 to December 31; and $11.00 per club member on March tenth of each year, to cover the semi-annual period January 1 to June 30, with
billings of the same to be based upon the roster of each club as of the first days of July and January, respectively.

(@) PROMOTION FUND. Twenty-five cents ($0.25) shall be placed annually in a restricted fund for the promotion of Oklahoma Lions' candidate for
the International Board of Directors and that fund shall be carried over from year to year and be cumulative up to $10,000.00. These funds shall be used
for funding the campaigns of Oklahoma's candidate for the International Board and to provide elected International Board Officers from Oklahoma
with friendship banners, pins, etc. The funds shall be expended by a vote of the Council of Governors or the Lions of Oklahoma in Convention. Funds
above $10,000.00 will be transferred to the Operations Fund

(b) BUILDING FUND. Twenty-five cents ($0.25) shall be placed in a restricted building fund and such funds shall be carried over from year to year
and be cumulative. The fund shall be expended by a vote of the Council of Governors or the Lions of Oklahoma in Convention.

(€)|STATE CONVENTION FUND. One dollar ($1.00) shall be used for the activities of the Lions of Oklahoma at the State Convention. The Fund shall
be carried over from year to year and be cumulative and will be capped at $10,000.00. Any amount in this fund above $10,000.00 at the end of each
e transferred to the Operations Fund.
